Draper?

Draper said, “When a
man walks into a room,
he brings his whole
life with him. He has
a million reasons for
being anywhere, just ask
him…”

Verboten begins by
taking their Golden
Ale then aging it for
six months in Bourbon
barrels. At the end of
that period, the beer is
blended at cask strength
and brewhouse-made
Luxardo cherries and
orange peel are added.
The delicious end result
is 8.0% ABV with 19
IBUs.
